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Mission: Cummings Graduate Institute of Behavioral Health Studies delivers high quality, innovative, and affordable distance education to
prepare healthcare professionals to improve well-being through integrated, locally responsive, and team-based care that is grounded in the
Biodyne Model.

CGI measures the achievement of its mission using institutional and programmatic key indicators composed of direct and indirect measures.
Currently, CGI offers the Doctor of Behavioral Health degree program and related certificate programs (non-degree). CGl documents student

achievement through 1) a per cohort graduation rate (total number of graduates for each program who completed) and 2) number of
students employed in the behavioral health field.

Graduation Rate: 62.5% (5/8)

Methodology: Cummings Graduate Institute's fourth cohort enrolled in 2018. The total number in the cohort was eight (8) students. Five (5)
of the eight (8) students enrolled in this cohort graduated within the 5-year maximum time-frame for completion.

Student Employed within the Field of Behavioral Health: 100%

Methodology: Cummings Graduate Institute surveys all alumni on an annual basis. In the most recent Alumni Survey, all alumni have
reported that they currently work in the field of behavioral health or within an integrated care setting.
