The scholarship will show as a credit in this student’s account
and be applied towards that term's tuition.

e Notsubject toarefund. If arefund is needed because the student
dropped a course, goes on a Leave of Absence or defers enrollment,
the scholarship would sit on their account as a credit for the next
term.
